Following lunch on board, we head to the quarry of Aubigny, a subterranean wonderland of stonework

which is famous for the limestone used on buildings such as the Paris Opera House, here we explore this uniquely

atmospheric underground space. Afterwards, we v isit the  ce llars of Bailly-Lapierre , also carved out of the rock, to taste

some their sparkling Crémant de Bourgogne. Dinner on board.

Then return to the hotel barge for a cruise south wardt hrough rich pasture lands and past

grazing Charolais cattle, to the sleepy village of M ailly-la-Ville . After your relaxed lunch on board, perhaps this is a good

time to enjoy a walk or bicycle ride along the towpath. Dinner on board.

This morning, after a leisurely breakfast, head to the celebrated wine  v illage  of Chablis. After viewing the

vineyards, make a private  v isit to the  prestigious Domaine  Laroche  for a wine-tasting, followed by a tour of the  1000

years old Obédiencerie; originally part of the monastery of St. Martin, this is where the monks developed the craft of

winemaking in the Middle Ages and to this day it remains the location for aging the wines. Lunch will be served by a private

chef in the Domaine’s dining hall. Later in the afternoon return to the barge to cruise past the cliffs at Le Saussois, a

stunning natural setting with an international climbing centre. There will also be the opportunity to enjoy delightful walks or

bicycle rides along the towpath. Dinner onboard.
