This afternoon, enjoy a scenic drive into the rolling Vosges hills on the Route des Vins d’Alsace , where the finest wines of

Alsace are produced, and a private tasting of Gewürztraminer, Pinot Noir and Riesling wines at the long-established family-

owned winemaker, Domaine Lissner. Dinner ashore this evening at a traditional Alsatian restaurant.

Rohan, also known as the ‘Versailles of Alsace ’.  You will have a walking tour of the town and drive up to Château Haut-

After lunch on board, set off on a tour of Sarrebourg, including visits to the 13th century chapel containing Marc Chagall’s

remarkable stained-glass window and the impressive museum of Roman and Medieval artefacts. Captain’s Farewell

Dinner on board.
