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early capital of the “Province of Canada” (1841-1867) and is the birthplace of Canada’s first Prime Minister, Sir John A.

Macdonald. Here, you cross the Rideau Canal, built in 1832 to connect Kingston with Ottawa and originally designed after

the War of 1812 to guarantee a supply route north of the US border in the event of another war. Past Cornwall, the line

enters the Province of Quebec. Approaching Montreal, cross the Ottawa River to Dorval, before arriving at Central Station in

Montreal. The station is located below the Queen Elizabeth Hotel in the heart of downtown.
