Depart Pretoria

Depart Rovos Rail Station in Pretoria. Freshen up in your suite before relaxing in the lounge or observation car. Travel

through Warmbaths, famed for its mineral waters, and Nylstroom, named for its north-flowing river. Pass the escarpment’s

edge as the Highveld drops dramatically. Dinner is served en route to Polokwane.
