Upon arrival, pick up your rental vehicle at Keflavík Airport.

Drive to your hotel in Reykjavik.Check in and the rest of the day is at leisure.

After breakfast at your hotel, set out on the Viking Trail from Reykjavik through Selfoss and Hvolsvöllur, where farmland

gives way to glaciers and volcanoes. Stop at the stunning Seljalandsfoss and hidden Gljúfrabúi waterfalls before visiting

the mighty Skógafoss.

Continue to the coastal village of Vík í M ýrdal for sweeping views from the church before exploring the dramatic black sand

beach of Reynisfjara. On your return journey, stop at Sólhe imajökull glacier before heading back to Reykjav ik — a day
